Aid-- 
Our speaker, a Rotarian 

himself, informed the 

Club about a community 

resource of which he is 

proud to be working for, 

Family and Children’s 

Aid.  The organization 

is a non-profit agency 

helping children and 

families in crisis. It has a variety of treatment and 

group home services, including a child guidance 

center, and extended day treatment program, a one-

to-one mentoring program, a safe house, a 

diagnostic center, a children’s therapeutic group 

home, a group home for girls, and a temporary 

shelter for the homeless.  The agency uses family 

support teams to help victims of physical, sexual 

and emotion abuse and neglect, and receives much 

of its funding from the state and the United Way---

but additional fund raising is needed for the 

incidentals, and for gifts to the children.  Finally, 

they have an extensive home care program reaching 

out into the community, including one to help 

seniors.
