     The RI Foundation just announced 
two unique programs. The first is 
offered by the Rotary Centers for 
International Studies providing 

fellowships for masters degree study 
fields related to peace and conflict 
resolution.  Beyond academics, the 
Rotary World Peace Fellows also gain 
practical skills in conflict resolution 
appropriate to their individual careers. 
Up to 60 Rotary World Peace Fellows 
each year enroll in the six Rotary 

Centers based at leading universities in five countries, 
including the USA.   
  The Rotary Peace and Conflict Studies Program is a 

professional development program held in Bangkok, Thailand, 
through which up to 30 participants embark on three months of 
intensive study instructed by some of the leading specialists in 
the peace and conflict resolution fields.   
  This customized program helps promising leaders expand 
their global outlook, strengthen their negotiation skills, and 
ultimately make a positive impact on future peace and conflict 
resolution efforts worldwide. The deadline for completed 
applications for either program is July 1, 2008.

April 2nd Meeting-  

Larry Marsicano, Executive Director of 
the Candlewood Lake Authority, on the 

Health of Candlewood Lake: 
 
  Our guest speaker has been with us, 

before, but his message is one we all 
are eager to digest. Larry is, by the 
way, the son-in-law of Carol Giannico 
so we believe he made a special effort 
to make his mother-in-law proud.  
  Our speaker has a rich educational 
background in 

understanding lake 
ecology, so he speaks 

with more authority than someone 
who is essentially a program 
executive. He assured us that the lake 
is being constantly monitored for 

pollution, and every effort is made to 

minimize the impact of increased 
housing, boating, and land use around the lake. 
  We were also pleased to discover that our speaker 
has a close working relationship with Jane Didona, who 
is working to make sure that the right plantings and 
land use along the shore of the lake is environmentally 

sound. 
  Candlewood Lake was originally created, in 1927, to 
produce electricity by flooding the land where the lake 
is now situated, and building a power generating 
facility. It was placed 212 feet below the top of the hill 
surrounding the lake, with the water piped to a 

powerhouse with generating capacity of 24,000 

kilowatts of electricity.  It continues to generate 
electricity for the area.  
  Interestingly, the quality of water in the lake 
improved from 1927 to 1950, but has gone a bit 
downhill since. However, in spite of an explosion in 
land use around the lake, and 6000 boats put on the 
lake each summer, the water quality has been 

relatively stable the last 10 years, but it remains a 
battle each year to keep the lake clean.
