Our featured speaker was Debbye Rosen
RN, the Adult Immunization Coordinator with
the State Department of Public Health.

Ms. Rosen made a careful distinction between
the well known seasonal flu, and the rather
scary HIN1 flu. The latter has now infected

& 1,946 people in Connecticut (confirmed—the
actual number is much higher) and the season for this type of flu
bug has yet to hit. This virus does not seem as dangerous as
advertised, and there have only been 9 deaths from it, so far, in
our state.

Our nurses came prepared to immunize the crowd against the
seasonal flu bug—and this season is upon us now. People who
should get this shot are: folks over 50, children 6 months to 18

years, pregnant women, people who are immune compromised ,
health care personnel, nursing home residents, caregivers of
children, and household members who have medical conditions
that place them at high risk.
A UTT [ The H1N1 vaccine comes only
e X from the government, is in limited
supply, and will only be made
available just prior to the next
suspected outbreak of this bug. It
will be allocated to the states on
the basis of populations that need
to be immunized. One of the
target populations include young
adults (19-24) who are mobile and
in close contact with many folks.
Also, past variants of this virus
seem to have provided immunity
to the older population. For those
who are anxious to get the HLN1 vaccine, be patient. It will be
available soon, and in time for the HIN1 season.
