Thought for the Day:  

Scientists are honing in on the mechanism that allows 

various creatures to regrow lost body parts.  The male 

fiddler crab can regrow a lost large claw about 7% of 

the time; planerians can regow themselves from just a 

small bit of tissue; salamander tails begin regrowing 

immediately after loss, and the human liver can 

regenerate from just 25% of its tissue. What still 

remains a puzzle is why so many Rotary Clubs have 

difficult replacing lost members.  Now that is a 

research problem worth investigating.   
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
